THE GOLDEN RULES

1. No use of tobacco, drugs (unless prescribed by doctor), or alcoholic beverages or foul language.  Chaperons and/or host must be made aware of any and all medications taken by the delegate.

2. Delegates shall respect the chaperons and the chaperons shall respect the delegates.

3. Be especially courteous throughout the entire trip ‑ on the plane, train, bus or car while sightseeing.

4. Show good sportsmanship and sense of humor at all times.  Be careful of harsh remarks.  Always be kind and considerate.

5. No tampering with other people's property.

6. When leaving places make sure that you take all of and only your possessions with you.  4-H is NOT responsible for lost or stolen articles.

7. Be prompt for all activities while traveling.

8. Use good judgment in dress while traveling (revealing attire is not permitted, such as halter tops, short shorts, inappropriate t-shirts, etc.)

9. Be ready to adapt to a new situation.  Your chaperon is not a paid tour guide.

10. Attend planned group activities with host.  Never leave a function without knowledge AND permission of host and chaperons.

11. Delegates should contact their chaperon if there is a problem.  The chaperon will be considered the child's advocate.
